M Judging Methods B

In cheerleading and cheer dance division, each judge has 100 (a hundred) points. In small groups and doubles division, each judge has 50 (fifty) points.
The highest and lowest points are deleted, and the total of the remaining score is the final score for the performance. The penalty points will be deducted

from the final score.
